 Barbara has also done extensive research on the first Odd Fellow  Lodge in 
New Mexico, Montezuma Lodge #1, in 1856 in Santa Fe. In the documentation, she 
unearthed,  Montezuma Lodge and Paradise Lodge #2, also from Santa Fe, were in-
volved in a dispute with each other as well as the Masonic Lodge regarding the 
cemetery  that was jointly owned by the Odd Fellows and Masons. She has turned
